Work hours - Many sailing clubs use a system of required work
hours.  Several of us are considering this for SSC.  What do
you think?  This is how one club does it:
     Members are required to perform a minimum of 20 hours
of club "work" for the season.  Club Hours help to keep
membership fees lower, and they are also a valuable opportunity
for members to learn about marina and boat maintenance. This
work may be boat cleaning or maintenance, working in the
Sailing Center office to help with club administration or
marketing, organizing club social activities and events, or
assisting the Executive Committee. A $200 Club Hours deposit
will be pledged from each member at the beginning of each
season. Following the Annual Planning meeting in October,
Club members with less than the minimum number of required
hours will be charged on the basis of $10 for each hour that
they are short.

In October, we will discuss and vote on a proposed amendment
to the SSC constitution . . .
Article X, Section 2 (pp. 33-34 of 2007 Yearbook)
         After the sentence, "The Commodore shall appoint a
Sadler Sailing Basin Committee consisting of five members,"
add this sentence, "The Commodore shall have the right to
remove members of the Sadler Sailing Basin Committee,
with the approval of the SSC Board."

The boom consists of
three 40-foot sausages of absorbent material.  The sections have
clips on the end so they can be fastened together.  We bought
120 feet so we can circle a leaking vessel as opposed to shutting
down the marina.  The sheets are designed to be dropped inside
the retaining area to absorb excess petroleum. Hopefully we
will never need to use this stuff but we have it just in case and
want you to be aware of its existence.

Clean Water Act - In a display of bipartisan support for
recreational boating, both the United States House and Senate
passed S. 2766 on Tuesday. "The Clean Boating Act of 2008"
will permanently restore a long-standing exemption for
recreational boats from permitting requirements under the Clean
Water Act. The legislation now goes to the White House for the
President's signature.

Congressional action was prompted by a U.S. District Court
decision in September 2006 which put an estimated 17 million
recreational boats under Clean Water Act permit requirements
effective Sept. 30, 2008. Permit regulations would have dictated
maintenance and operation procedures and potentially subjected
boaters to citizen lawsuits as well as a penalty system designed
for industrial polluters.

"This is a fabulous victory for common sense and it just goes
to show what can be done when the boating public, the marine
industry and its representatives in Congress row together in a
bipartisan way," said BoatU.S. President Nancy Michelman.
